The supporter of the shield is a bald eagle. It holds a bundle of 13 arrows in its left talon, (referring to the 13 original states), and an olive branch in its right talon, together symbolizing that the United States has "a strong desire for peace, but will always be ready for war." The eagle has its head turned towards the olive branch, on its right side, said to symbolize a preference for peace. In its beak, the eagle clutches a scroll with the motto E pluribus unum ("Out of Many, One"). Over its head there appears a "glory" with 13 mullets (stars) on a blue field.








Canada





Fur hats were the height of fashion in Europe in the late 1600s and early 1700s.





Well before the coming of the first European settlers, Canada's aboriginal peoples had discovered the food properties of maple sap.





Australia





The Australian flag uses three prominent symbols, the Union Jack, the Commonwealth Star and the Southern Cross. (the constellation of five stars can be seen only from the southern hemisphere).








Australia is famous for kangaroos. The emu is the second-largest bird in the world by height, after its relative, the ostrich. There are three subspecies of emus in Australia. Australians like animals very much. That’s why they chose their native animals, the kangaroo and the emu,  to be their national emblems.





Australia's national gemstone is the opal. In Indigenous stories, a rainbow created the colours of the opal when it touched the earth.





The Sydney Opera House,

Australia's national floral emblem is the golden wattle.  When in flower, it displays the national colours, green and gold.





New Zealand





In some English–speaking countries New Zealanders are known as Kiwis because the bird is a living national emblem of New Zealand.    The kiwi is a very unusual bird found only in some parts of New Zealand.








The New Zealand Coat of Arms 


On the shield you can see four prime stars 


of the Southern Cross, then three ships 


symbolizing the importance of sea trade; a fleece 


representing the farming industry. The wheat sheaf represents the agricultural industry, whilst the crossed hammers represent the mining industry. On either side of the shield is a supporter - a Maori Chieftain holding a taiaha (Maori war weapon) on the right and a European woman holding the New Zealand flag on the left.  The crown symbolizes the fact that Her Majesty is Queen of New Zealand under the New Zealand Royal Titles Act 1953.








The silver fern is the national symbol of New Zealand.
